Evaluation of the beneficiary’s FCP engagement (availability and involvement when needed and not in school.

Mumbere Diame Ednus has been readily available at the FCP whenever wanted. During the first lockdown, Ednus joined the rest for remedial teaching that was arranged by the FCP staff at the project. This time round, he has already approached us to find out whether there is any program towards academics in this lock down.

Comment about the student’s school attendance rate (have they had uninterrupted access to education; if not why).

Ednus has indeed had uninterrupted access to education, only that they had just been called back to school last month only to hear that there is another lockdown. As such, Ednus had to go back home as per the president’s directives.

The student (Ednus) participated in all school activities but during first term 2020, they were sent home before doing exams. In fact they had just attended for only one month and during this current lock down, Ednus had done exams but the results were not yet out.
