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                        Annual Progress Report of the Trust for the year 2013-14
The SAIRAM POPULATION RESEARCH TRUST(SPRT), an NGO based at Tirupati temple city, Chittoor District, Andhra Pradesh, India involved in Research consultancy services of some of the well established NGO’s Research Projects in Rayalaseema Region of Andhra Pradesh. The SPRTNGO conducted Service and Welfare programmes and activities in the villages of near by Yerpedu, Renigunta, Tirupati rural, Vadamal pet and Chandragiri mandals of Chittoor district, Andhra Pradesh. The service and welfare programmes and activities undertaken were among the rural youth, women & girls, farmers, old people and children belonging to Scheduled Castes (SCs)/Scheduled Tribes (STs) and Other Backward Communities (OBCs) living in the below poverty line in different selected villages of the coverage mandals of the district. The programmes are carried out with the funds generated by the Trust by way of donations from the Trust chief and its members, local peoples donations,villagers contributions and others. Some of the staff of the Trust also participated in relevant training programmes, workshops, Seminars and conferences on different social issues and problems as part of their capacity building and skill development and to improve their service delivery activities in their professions and services to the targeted populations of the district. The following are the list of different programmes and activities carried out by the Trust during the year 2013-14.
I. The Research consultancy services carried out by the SPRTNGO

                     during the year 2013-14.

1. NGOs Research Projects Consultant:

The chief functionary of SPRTNGO, Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy is a survey researcher in the field of Demographic and Health Surveys (DHS) in Andhra Pradesh state. At present he is acting as the consultant of the Research Projects of different NGOs in Chittoor and other Rayalaseema districts of Andhra Pradesh state.During the year 2013-14 also the researcher& chief of the SPRT has extended research consultancy services to the village level 
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CSOs/NGOs for their research projects, some of the scholars/faculty members in the local university departments and other agencies which require the services.
2. Research Projects proposed during the year 2013-14.

The chief functionary and Survey Researcher of SPRTNGO has prepared some of the research projects on different topics and they are sent for financial assistance to various relevant funding sources. A research project proposal application for grant-in-aid to study the problems of Youth and adolescents in Chittoor and Cuddapah Districts in Andhra Pradesh state is submitted to the Research and Development component of the National Programme for Youth and Adolescent Development (NPYAD) of the Department of Youth Affairs & Sports of the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports (MOYS) of Government of India, New Delhi. The project proposal application is in the process of sanction.

Another research project proposal application to start a regional chapter at Tirupati urban area, Andhra Pradesh is submitted to the Institute of Urban Transport (IUT) of the Ministry of Urban Development  (MOUD) of Government of India, New Delhi for financial support and assistance. The project proposal application is in the process for sanction.
Other project proposals to organize legal awareness camps in Chittoor dissstrict, A.P.  and a state level seminar to stop violence against women are also sent to the National Commission for Women (NCW), Government of India, New Delhi to seek financial assistance under its various schemes and programmes. Expecting sanction of the projects to proceed further on these projects.   
II. Service and Welfare programmes/projects conducted by the SPRTNGO 

                  during the year 2013-14.

1. A.P.S.S.W.B Project on women ‘Awareness Generation Programme

(AGP)’ in one village:

A project on women Awareness Generation Programme (AGP)of Andhra Pradesh State Social Welfare Board (APSSWB), Hyderabad, A.P. is implemented by our organization during the year 2013. The Board has sanctioned one village Women Awareness Generation Programme in our  
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area of operations for our SPRTNGO during the year 2012-13. Prior to the implementation of the project, Our organization has deputed R.Sampoornamma of the Sairam Population Research Trust (SPRT) to participate in the ‘Awareness Generation Programme orgainzers Training Programme’ held at Anantapur District headquarters from 16-05-2013 to 25-05-2013 organized by Sai Likitha Educational Development Society, Kalyandurg, Anantapur District in collaboration with Andhra Pradesh State Social Welfare Board (APSSWB), Hyderabad & Central Social Welfare Board, New Delhi. The APSSWB, Hyderabad released the first installment of the sanctioned amount of Rs. 7500-00 in the month of August, 2013. Pomplets on the camp are distributed to the village women and elders and banners are also printed for the camp prior to the starting of the camp. The Sairam Population Research Trust, Tirupati, A.P. has organized the AGP training camp at Papanaidu pet village, Yerpedu mandal, Chittoor district, A.P. from 02-10-2013 to 11-10-2013. Around 50 of the village women were participated in the camp of the village. The surpanch of the village presided over the inauguration function held on 02-10-2013 at Dharmarajula gudi temple premises. The camp lasted for 10 days and each day one topic of the training module is completed by the invited competent resource persons on the topic to the participants of the village. The AGP camp of the village has covered legal and Law issues, education, health & hygiene, malnuitrition and child care, technology and environment, panchayats and gram sabhas, SHG formations and bank loans, religion and culture, communal hormony and national integration issues related to the women of the village. The last two days of the camp are used for follow up of the camp of the village women.  This AGP camp of the village has enlightened the village women on various useful issues and helped them a lot to make use of the government schemes meant for their welfare and development. The SPRT organization has also sent the audit and utilization certificate of the sanctioned amount to the APSSWB, Hyderabad, A.P. to release the remaining balance amount of the sanctioned project. Like this the APSSWB AGP village camp was completed by our organization by the end of October 2013.
2. The Sairam Population Research Trust,  an NGO based at Tirupati temple city, Andhra Pradesh has enrolled as the active member of the Chittoor District Child Rights Forum (CCRF) formed by the District NGOs with the cooperation and support of the Child Rights Advocacy Foundation (CRAF) of Vijayawada, A.P. The CCRF will work under the leadership of Sri Ramakrishna of RISE Organization, Tirupati, A.P. The Forum will work for the protection and promotion of child rights in 
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Chittoor district, A.P. The Forum will work for the implementation of the ‘THE PROTECTION OF CHILDREN FROM SEXUAL OFFENCES ACT, 2012’ in the district.
3. Prevention of early childhood marriages:

Our SPRTNGO is working against the early childhood marriages which are still prevailing in some of the backward remote rural poor communities in our Indian society. The National level sample surveys such as NFHS & DLHS in Andhra Pradesh region clearly brought out the prevalence of more than 40 percent of early childhood marriages in our villages. Our organization is conducting village awareness camps among the poor backward communities in the rural areas to promote legal age at marriage for both boys (21 years) and girls (18 years). The early child hood marriages spoils the health of the malnourished mothers and the new born infants and ultimately it will lead to infant and maternal mortalities in the rural villages. During this year, our organization has completed nearly 15-20 village awareness camps in our coverage mandals in chittoor district, Andhra Pradesh to explain the poor people about the ill effects of these early childhood marriages for the health and well being of both the mothers and the new born infants.   
4. Population and Adult education awareness camps:

Awareness camps were conducted in the villages and schools of the working mandals on Population and Adult education programmes. The awareness was created among the rural youth and school students on population explosion, population growth and national economy, adult literacy and environmental education, youth leadership and skill development programmes, human rights and health and other legal issues etc. Camps were organized in 30 villages and 15 schools in the coverage mandals. The rural youth, adolescent girls, rural women and school students were the target groups in the awareness programmes. Some of the subject experts are invited for educating the participants. Our SPRTNGO in collaboration with other local NGOs and CSOs celebrated the world population day on 11th July 2013.
5. Family Counselling and Free legal aid camps:

The family counselling and free legal aid advice is given to the rural men, women including the girls who are the victims of domestic violence, trafficked women, dowry, deserted and divorced by arranging 30 village camps in the coverage mandals. The domestic violence is disintegrating 
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the families resulting in problems of child development in the families. Some of the needy women and girls are also given free legal aid and counselling to solve their family problems. The counseling is the powerful weapon to address these issues. The centre is equipped with qualified experts on marriage and family problems. Some of the outside experts are also invited to give legal advice and counseling on legal problems to the participants. The psychologists if necessary are also invited for counseling the rural women and girls to solve their family and domestic problems.
6. Women Reproductive Health & Family Welfare Camps:

Village medical and health camps were conducted in 50 villages of Yerpedu, Renigunta, Vadamala pet, Chandragiri and Tirupati rural mandals  on awareness and treatment of reproductive health problems of village women. During these health camps the different family planning methods are explained and services are provided to the rural women to keep their families small and happy. The provision of reproductive health services such as ante-natal, natal, and post-natal services, immunization services to the infants and children, family planning services such as Tubectomy, vasectomy, oral pills, nirodh, rhythm and sexual abstinence and advice on better utilization of government health services are provided and explained to the rural women participants of these health camps. These village health camps were organized by inviting the medical and health specialists and doctors. Nearly 2500 rural women were sensitized and services on the treatment of women reproductive health problems and provision of family planning services are done to promote health of the rural women and further motivated them to follow small and happy families in the villages of the coverage mandals of chittoor district.
7. HIV/AIDS Awareness & testing camps:

The HIV/AIDS is a dreadful disease which reduces the immune system of the human body and allows the body as a host to a number of diseases leading to death. The AIDS patients are increasing due to blood transfusion through unsafe sex and also due to migration. As part of preventive and curative services, HIV/AIDS awareness camps were conducted and tested for aids positive cases among the rural women and girls. The camps were organized in 30 villages for SHG members and youth. All the tested positive cases are referred for further treatment and cure in the nearby AIDS hospitals. During the AIDS camps, the rural women and girls were taught about the safe sex and nirodhs were distributed as part of preventive measure of the disease.
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8. Vocational Training & SHG’s Group formations:

The rural women of age group 20 to 25 years were given trainings in vocational skills in Tailoring and embroidery for six months for income generation. 200 women were provided training in ten batches during the year 2013-14. The training was imparted in the garments making and developing new marketable designs. The Self Help Groups (SHGs) were formed in the remote needy villages among the women of poor communities. The training was provided to 15-20 SHGs formed in the villages of working mandals for capacity building. The training was imparted in book keeping, group management, collection of savings and loans, bank dealings and dealings with government officials etc.
9. Programmes for Aged:

Various programmes were organized for the welfare of the old people in the villages. Free medical camps and distribution of medicines, old people feeding,  free distribution of cloths and money are provided to the old people in the villages. The day care is provided for 100 aged people by the organization. Distribution of old age pensions, old people health care and exposure visits to historical and ancient monuments were arranged for the aged people in the villages during the year 2013-14.
10. Free distribution of note books, bags and cloths to the poor students:

Free note books, bags and cloths were distributed to the poor students in 25 villages and 20 schools in the working mandals by our organization during the year. The distribution was undertaken with the help of village                          

elders and panchayat members. The note books, pens, pencils, bags        and cloths were also distributed to the poor students in the schools.        These meterials were supplied to 100 poor students studying 1st to      10th standards in the schools.

2. 3. The SPRTNGO has organized a small meeting at its office premises at Tirupati, A.P. to commemorate ‘The World Population Day‘ on 11th July 2013. In this connection an article entitled ‘World Population Scenario’ written by Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy, Chief functionary of the organization is sent for publication in a leading English daily news paper to bring awareness on population issues to the literate community in the country.

4. Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy, Chief functionary of SPRTNGO, Tirupati actively participated in one day NEAC (National Environment Awareness Campaign-2013-14) workshop at Gnanambica Degree College, near RTC Bus Stand, Madanapalle on 22-08-2013 at 2.30 PM. The old balance of the sanctioned amount is paid on this day. This Campaign meeting is organized by Mr.V.S.Reddy,NEAC Chittoor District Co-ordinator & Secretary of PACE-NGO, Madanapalle.
5. Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy, Chief functionary of SPRTNGO participated in the one day district level training programme on the protection of children on sexual offences act, 2012 on 22-10-2013 to the NGO participants of the chittoor district, A.P. The training programme is organized by Chittoor District Child Rights Forum (CCRF) supported by Child Rights Advocacy Foundation (CRAF) of A.P. at RISE Jeevakona Office premises at Tirupati, A.P. presided by Sri Ramakrishna. The training programme brought awareness on the protection of children on sexual offences act of 2012 to the district NGO participants to make them as the working partners in the implementation of the act in the district.
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6. Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy, Chief functionary of SPRTNGO, Tirupati, A.P. has actively participated in the 5 day training programme entitled “ The NGOs working with Health Sector for NRHM in India”  hosted by the National Institute of Health & Family Welfare (NIHFW), New Delhi held during 18th to 22nd November 2013. He has successfully completed the training programme and received the certificate from the organizers to this effect. This Training helped the chief of the organization for better understanding of the role of NGOs in the implementation of GOI flagship programme of National Rural Health Mission (NRHM) in India.

7. Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy, Chief functionary of SPRTNGO, Tirupati, A.P. actively participated in the two days seminar on “The problems of scheduled caste women artisans of handicraft sector in Andhra Pradesh” sponsored by  Development Commissioner, Handicrafts, Ministry of Textiles, GOI, New Delhi  organized by Mr.V.S.Reddy, PACE Orgainization, Madanapalle, A.P. held on 6th & 7th of March 2014 at SPIC Guest House, Tirupati, A.P. 

8. Dr.M.M.Krishna Reddy, Chief functionary of SPRT-NGO, Tirupati, A.P. actively participated in the two days state level workshop on “ The orientation of Dalit CSO and PRI leaders on National Rural Drinking Water Programme, rural sanitation and Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan (NBA) organized by National Confederation of Dalit Organizations (NACDOR) in partinership with Wateraid, India & NARI-NGO, Tirupati, A.P. The workshop was held at Agarala Eswara Reddy Residency, Tirupati on 15th & 16th of March 2014.
IV. Other Organizational achievements & rewards during the year 2013-14.
1. The SPRTNGO based at Tirupati temple city, Andhra Pradesh, India has applied for NGO special Consultative status with  United Nations (UN)- The Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC),of the NGO branch of UN Department of Economic and Social Affairs in the year 2012. The application is thoroughly reviewed during the subsequent sessions of the committees formed at different times. Finally, The UN 
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Committee on Non-governmental Oranizations (NGOs) at its 2014 regular session held from 21st to 30th January 2014 has recommended for the special consultative status to our organization subject to the approval of the special session of the UN-Economic and Social Council. Our organization received official communication to this effect from NGO branch of the UN-ECOSOC, Newyork, USA according SPECIAL CONSULTATIVE STATUS to our organization to better serve the poor people in our area of operations in our country.
