PROBLEM STATEMENT

The above group wants to invest in local production that takes to account specific cultural sensitivities, thus making films and in effect, the messages contained therein, are more acceptable and effective to the community. Recently the group, trained on how to create public service announcements (PSA) and it is still in the process of making more PSA's, to pass information to our community; to sensitize them.

We actually are making documentaries and short films here in Kakuma. In the year 2011, we have been sensitizing community on various issues by doing daytime screenings in the host community schools, villages and churches, to which films about sanitation, health and HIV/AIDS, child labor, Sexual and gender based violence (SGBV), were screened.

And the discussions were based on what are some of the challenges faced by women and girls that make them particular vulnerable to inequalities, what are strategies that are in place to empower women and girls, what are some other strategies that can be employed to ensure gender equity and also youth empowerment. Mitigating effect of climate change among others. We are looking upon to reach more people in an effective and understandable way, to all.

Northlink productions group will work with other interested groups in Kakuma, NGO’s, local community radio Atanayeche FM Radio, organizations, community leaders and members to identify emerging critical issues and therefore develop appropriate film messages to help educate and inform the population of concern as well as document projects for dissemination to media and the general public, for example the youth due to lack of jobs, they tend to expose themselves in drugs, crime, unprotected sex among others, which as a group need to address deeply.

CHALLENGES AFFECTING OUR PERFORMANCE AS A GROUP;
Having the potentials to invest in film and TV productions, the main problem, the group is currently faced with is lack of funds and lack of the appropriate equipment’s to effectively disseminate information to the community, We actually are making documentaries and short films here in Kakuma and Turkana county, using the few equipment’s we have to perfect our skills. As a group we intend to start theater group club in Turkana county.

Our great need, as a group is to see that we sensitize, inform and educate the community on issues that affect them daily. Last year June, we had started a program to actually teach a few youth individuals film, but lack of the equipment’s  prevented us from doing the entire project.

DEPARTMENTS IN OUR GROUP;

As a group we have formed a department or group comprised of young youths who are artists known as Turkcelebs,in this category we coach them with basics on how to do music, also we help them with making the song beats and instrumentals and prepare shows here in kakuma  and through this they use their talents, music art to earn a living. So far as a group we have shot a music video for Nippy K an aspiring artist here in kakuma. Also we are in the progress of forming a theatre group mainly consisting of actors within the county and finally A film production department.

As filmmakers in kakuma, Turkana County, we are willing and very ready to take this industry to the next step. Film and TV industry is believed to be one of the biggest sectors of media; talents are created, identified and explored. It is a means of creating employment to various talents, i.e, actors, scriptwriters, musicians, cameramen, directors, script supervisors and so much more
