ENGLISH

ICT AND BUSINESS ENGLISH

Stage – I
the student has knowledge of Basic English vocabulary used in ICT contexts and is able to produce ICT texts on professional level. He/she masters appropriate terminology and has theoretical knowledge about delivering ICT presentations.

Stage – II
the student has intermediate knowledge of ICT vocabulary and concepts. He/she is able to explain the meaning of ICT concepts using more elaborate vocabulary. The student is able to give ICT presentations in order to educate and influence other ICT professionals. He/she is able to produce ICT documentation that follows the correct format and traditions.

Stage – III
the student has knowledge of ICT vocabulary at an advanced level. He/she demonstrates knowledge of idiomatic ICT and business English, is able to carry our elaborate discussions, argumentation and debates. The student compares and estimates concepts, develops argumentative, narratives and gives engaging presentations that leave a permanent positive impression on audiences. He/she produces high-quality ICT documentation that follows correct format and traditions and is able to develop documentation practices to meet local and global needs.

FUTURE COURSE OFFERINGS
After the start-up phase and when the KLC has been established as a quality learning centre the course offerings will gradually expand. Further possible subjects for the curriculum are courses in personal development and business development.

OUR IMPACT 
What difference do we make 

The KLC’s unique selling proposition (‘USP’) is that it will provide a clean, inspiring and modern learning environment, with classes limited in size to a maximum of 12 people to ensure a personal approach. In this protected learning atmosphere, the students will have the space to develop their abilities and talents. As teaching methods in Sri Lanka are currently less focused on individual teaching in the regular or in the high-price private tuition school system, the KLC will be able to stand out from the competition.

The KLC aims to contribute, in an entrepreneurial and sustainable way, to the economic and social development in the Kekirawa district. Besides its financial reporting, the KLC will put adequate focus on Social Performance Management from the very beginning of the venture and integrate it into the operational systems and processes. When we look to define the impact that the KLC should generate, we refer to the effects and benefits of our project on and to the local community.
