community-based Child protection 
The purpose of Child Protection Services is to ensure that, children are safe and protected to prevent any future abuse or neglect through the provision of supportive services, awareness and sensitization, training of caretakers,  parents, and children on child protection to protects children from physical abuse, neglect, and sexual abuse. Child protection services also helps families obtain needed services to guarantee their children are safe from harm.
Peace education
In order to bring peace in the community of conflict, war, and disasters, there's need of physical and emotional support to youths, women, children and adults, And this shall be done through awareness and sensitization, community dialogue and meetings on peace and reconciliation, provision of skills trainings, Materials support to the traumatized, vulnerable and stressful affected people. Creation of youths centers and children forum centers.
Gender based violence

Gender-based violence (GBV) refers to all harm inflicted or suffered by individuals on the basis of gender differences. Its intention is to establish or reinforce power imbalances and perpetuate gender inequalities. GBV can affect females or males; however, it affects women and girls systematically and disproportionately. GBV includes, for example early and forced marriage, female genital mutilation/cutting (FGM/C), sexual violence and abuse, denial of access to education and reproductive health services, physical violence, and emotional abuse. 
When gender-based violence is perpetrated by aid workers against the affected population it is called Sexual Exploitation and Abuse (SEA). Sexual exploitation and abuse may include forms of GBV as well as the exchange of money, employment, goods, or services for sex and/or sexual favors, or other forms of humiliating, degrading, or exploitative behavior. 
UMFCR carry this activity through awareness and sensitization, community dialogue and meeting, sex education, counseling and referral of GBV cases to the services provider and authority. Development of IEC materials to the community.
Livelihood
Provision of sustainable agriculture and profitable means of livelihoods, training of Income Generating Activities and Establishment of demo gardens, kitchen garden and bee keeping sites to support to Orphans and Vulnerable Children (OVCs�) to attain vocational skills and provision of basic start up tool kits to beneficiaries War affected children in the community more especially the school dropout.
Early childhood development
Early childhood development (ECD), also known as nursery education, is a branch of education theory that relates to the teaching of children (formally and informally) from birth up to the age of eight. Traditionally, this is up to the equivalent of third grade. ECE is described as an important period in child development. This shal be done through establishment of nursery school, child space to educate and mentor children to understand and build Educational career. 
Financial literature
