Medical & Community workers: 

Medical & Community volunteers are needed to help provide medical services to children and youth at the orphanage and to the children from within the Kamwokya slum community where CSU works. Volunteers help provide routine medical check-ups, first Aid and treatment for the children at the orphanage, and provide community medical outreaches to families from within the community, working alongside local medical personnel. The programs includes conducting community outreach clinics, counseling sessions with HIV/AIDS positive children, women and youth, and distribution of mosquito nets to disadvantaged families in the Kamwokya  slums of Kampala.

Computer Teachers & IT Instructors: 

Volunteers are needed to help in teaching Computer and IT Skills to orphans and disadvantaged children and youth at CSU run Computer Training Centre in Kamwokya slum of Kampala.  The program focuses on providing Hands-on-computer skills to children and youth using Microsoft Windows7,  Internet and the Web, Microsoft Office 2007/2010 skills using MS Word, Excel, PowerPoint, Access, Outlook, Publisher, and Presentation skills. We are looking for volunteers who can teach these computer and IT skills at basic, intermediate and advanced levels. 

We ask  that each prospective  volunteer  fills out and completes our  "Volunteer Application Form" and provide us with names and email contacts of at least two (2) referees.
