Activity 1
1. Coordination Meetings 
Coordination meetings were held in Mazabuka, Monze, Choma and Kalomo Districts with 25 participants overall. The teams were oriented to ZIEP ideologies. More prominent among them been;

The overall objective of this Zambia Inclusive Education Programme action has been to contribute to Zambia’s realisation of “Education for All” Millennium Development Goal by 2015 targeting the blind and low vision children. The purpose of this action is to increase accessibility of quality education for blind and low vision children through strengthening of the capacity of the service providers to provide inclusive education as well as advocating for a system change in the provision of education in order to accommodate the needs of children with special needs: 

Role and participation in the action of the various actors and stakeholders 

a. Sightsavers Zambia Country Office will be responsible for the overall management of the programme. It will provide the technical expertise, and play a major role in advocacy and management of the contract with the EC. Sightsavers will provide coordination of the project which will include planning and monitoring, administration of the funding, compilation of financial and programme reports. 

b. Ministry of Education through the Teacher Education and Standards Directorate will work to implement a national data base for monitoring education outcomes for blind and low vision children; whilst at District Education office will work closely with the special needs unit to ensure quality services in the districts. 

c. CHILDHOPE ZAMBIA – will be the implementing partner for Southern Province. CHILDHOPE using its experience in implementing ECCDE programmes in Southern province; will sensitise communities, mobilise them for action and deliver inclusive education programmes at community schools in six districts in Southern province. CHILDHOPE will report to Sightsavers Zambia Office

d. Zambia Federation of Disability Organisations (ZAFOD) will be engaged to help sensitise parents of children with disabilities in all districts of the programme. ZAFOD officials will serve as role models to encourage community acceptance to allow their blind and low vision children to be enrolled in school.  ZAFOD will coordinate its work with CHILDHOPE and ZOCS and report to Sightsavers.

e. Zambia Open Community Schools Zambia Open Community Schools (ZOCS) will be responsible for contacts to community schools in the various districts; will collaborate with CHILDHOPE for in-service teacher training, and will support the training of PCSCs. ZOCS will also help in coordinating Copper belt work and reporting.

During the sensitisation the following were perceived as issues;
· Poverty levels of the communities

· General ignorance on the importance of inclusion of children with disabilities and their Rights 

· Lack of infrastructure to accommodate children with disabilities

· Low literacy levels in the communities (among mothers)

· Lack of learning and teaching materials for people with disability in general and for children with Visual Impairment in particular

· Community always think that children with disability are a burden to them and their education is very expensive

· Mostly communities have a phenomenon that children who differently-abled do not learn from an early stage of life

· Lack of community structures that can help the promotion of Inclusive education at all levels

· Weakening extended family systems that can no longer provide extended care

· Cultural barriers on the roles of each of the family members especially on issues of Gender and equity and Child Rights and disability
The strategies that emerged from the sessions in reaction to challenges above included:

· Orientation of Community School Teachers to Inclusive education and technicalities of identifying, assessing and handling children with disability

· Need to improve school infrastructure to accommodate CSEN

· Sensitization of local communities on the underlying principle and magnitude of Inclusive Education and the Rights of people with disability, through PTAs, Church meetings, Social Clubs, Electronic Media (Local Radio Stations like Sky FM, Radio Mazabuka, Chikuni Radio etc) using the disabled as ambassadors.

· Encouragement of Parental involvement in all the programs that concern children with disabilities  

· Sensitizing pupils on the need to accommodate friends who are disabled in schools.

· Strengthening the District Coordination committees by providing the teams with at least but not limited to the following:

1. Desktop Computer for data computation

2. Internet services for communication

3. Motorbike for mobility

4. Braille printing equipment for production of Braille Learning materials

5. Coordination monthly petty cash for running around

RESULTS FROM THE INTERVENTION SO FAR
These teams were provided with terms of reference mostly in the overall coordination and spearheading of the implementation of the inclusive education programme. These teams were able to identify the following children with the support from local teachers. Mazabuka identified 14 children, Kalomo 55. Choma are yet to send updates soonest. Monze will only be able to send info on children’s status after they have done community sensitisation and comprehensive work on identification of children with visual impairment.

Activity 3
3. Capacity building for classroom teachers

This Activity was implemented.
Two three (3) day Training Workshops for Community School Teachers were held in Mazabuka and Monze Districts for Inclusive Education interventions in Southern Province’s selected districts. These trainings took place at Namulonga Basic School in Mazabuka and St Vincent De Paul Community School in Monze District during 28th to 30th December 2011 and 4th to 6th January 2012 respectively. Twenty-six (26) teachers benefited from the support of Sightsavers and European Commission through CHILDHOPE-Zambia and the Ministry of Education.
Workshop Objectives and Methodology

1. The training aimed to increase participants’ understanding of Inclusive Education and its role in mainstreaming disability.

2. The specific objective is to assist participants to incorporate an inclusive education perspective into the design of education and activity implementation.

PARTICIPANT FEEDBACK AND EVALUATION

Participants gave feedback during daily reflections and in a final evaluation. The methodology of feedback and results of the final evaluation are presented below. 

Daily Reflection - Eyes and Ears 

Elected participants gave daily reflections and reports to present workshop observations. An ear to report presented what was said, and an eye to report accounted what was visually seen, both during workshop sessions and during informal side discussions. 

Final Evaluation 

Participants presented a Final evaluation at the end of the workshop. They did evaluate their expectations against the set anticipated outcomes to come with conclusive statements about the extent to which the workshop met participants’ needs and about the workshop’s quality. 

Ninety percent of the participants believed strongly that the workshop achieved its objectives, and that the design and process of the workshop helped in achieving them. All participants greatly appreciated the workshop materials and believed that they were extremely useful in helping the workshop to accomplish its objectives. Participants appreciated the interactive and participatory nature of the workshop.
