ACTIVITIES CARRIED OUT

ACQUIRING PLOT AND BUILDING 

This year 2012 , the Organization managed to acquire a plot of land  and it was done by the funds obtained from
EDUCATION SUPPORT

Under this programme, the organization has managed to lobby for children sponsorship and currently all the children in the home got sponsorship and are all going to school including the sixteen girls and 3 boys who live with their Guardians in the neighboring community. To execute this activity very well, volunteers mainly from Netherlands and Germany have donated scholastic materials to children rendering programme to be effectively and efficiently run.

These children on this programme are studying  well and produce promising progressive termly reports which are encouraging the organization leadership to put much effort on them such that they act as a good example of vulnerable children who succeeded in getting a second chance of life.

PROVISION OF WELFARE TO CHILDREN

By using donations, the organization has managed to cater for the welfare of children living in the home. They are fed posho, rice, potatoes, cassava, beans, vegetables, meat sugar, cooking oil and salt. Other food items from developed countries are donated to them by volunteers from Netherlands and Germany.

Also clothes are donated to them by volunteers and even shoes. So the organization leadership just provides shoes to only those who miss being given by the volunteers. Also the home managed to get a visiting nurse who comes in whenever needed.

FINANCIERS
