 □ Advocacy of global issues 
You may be deeply concerned about a particular global issue and looking for partners to help raise awareness of it. Businesses can bring the strength of their networks, financial provision, cause related marketing and even the use of the corporate name.


 □ Doing business with the poor 
Private sector engagement of this kind may be undertaken at different levels. It could involve the manufacture or distribution of goods and services, in partnership with the poor, creating income at “Bottom of the Pyramid” level. E.g. the selling of sanitation, health care or food products. It could see partnerships between companies and governments in a way that strengthens the very infrastructure surrounding the poor and enabling them to have greater support in their battle with poverty. E.g. legal, medical, banking, educational and energy supply. The non profit sector is crucial in this process as it can help guide efforts to places where they will be most strategic and provide grassroots level expertise and knowledge.
 □ Standards and guidelines development 

Both business organisations and non profits can join in development of best practice that can help raise standards to protect and support people’s economic or environmental needs. Companies bring their expertise. NGOs bring their experience of the issues concerned and those affected by them. Both groups, for transparency’s sake, can partner with further stakeholders, including academics, guideline practitioners, public sector representatives and more.

 □ Project funding 

While many forms of collaboration are of great value in today’s new partnership paradigm, money is still needed. Simple as it sounds, that remains true. Money can allow humanitarian groups to act quickly and save lives. It can be that injection of capital which sees structures put in place to provide long term solutions to global challenges. Funding needs remain, often, a core consideration without which other solutions cannot be implemented.

 □ Provision of services / personnel 
Increasingly, today, companies like to engage with global issues using their core competencies, intellectual capital, services or volunteer personnel. Creative partnerships of this kind can be capacity building and see long term partnerships that are highly strategic. These can provide an enabling environment so that developing economies have greater opportunity to flourish. Examples include: engineering, legal services, manufacturing, finance services, IT provision, and more.
□ Provision of goods 

Donated goods can bring great assistance to NGOs if wisely placed, with consideration to shelf life, cultural sensitivity, environmental appropriateness and impact on local manufacture in struggling economies. Rightly placed product can free up funding for other crucial purposes. It can also see initiatives resourced when needed financial capital is not necessarily available. Pre-positioned product can also be invaluable in saving lives in the wake of a disaster.
