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BACKGROUND

In the northern district of Gulu, on Acholi Road, the road from the center of the town to Acholi War Memorial Stadium-Pece a radio station –87.6 Acholi Broadcasting Service-ABS FM. 

87.6 ABS FM is an editorially and financially independent community radio station and cuts an impressive rating of being Acholi radio station in Northern Uganda. 
Set up with 100% funding from Acholi Community Empowerment Initiate Limited, the day-to-day running costs are entirely met by revenue generated by the station. 
Acholi Community Empowerment Initiative Limited (ACEIL) is a legally registered company limited by guarantee. It owns Acholi Broadcasting Service (ABS FM) which is in Gulu town. The main objective of the company owned is to empower the community in northern Uganda who are recovering from the over two decade LRA civil strife in the region. The focus of its activities include capacity building, communication, promoting co-existence/reconciliation and behavioral change for social/cultural, economic and   development. 
ABS FM radio was established to bridge the information and communication gap with the view of empowerment and spur development in the region.

ABS FM is located on Plot 56, Acholi Road Gulu town.

We are transmitting on a transmitter of 2kw. This makes it possible for us to broadcast about 200 km around Gulu town covering the districts of Abim with population of 51,903, Amolatar 96,189, Amuru and Nwoya 176,733, Gulu 298,527, Kaabong 202,757, Kitgum and Lamwo 282,375, Kotido 122,442, Pader and Agago 326,338, Lira, Otuke, Kole and Alebtong 515,666, Moroto 189,940, Nakapirit 154,494 Moyo 194,778, Nebbi and Zombo 435,360, Oyam 268,415, Apac 415,578, Dokolo 129,385, Adjumani 202,290, Yumbe 251,784, parts of Masindi district 396,127 and southern Sudan.
