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Background  
Punjab, the land of mighty rivers and flowing canals has witnessed many big deluges which have caused losses to the tune of billions of rupees, besides damaging lives and property of the public. According to the flood data of the last 62 years, the country has suffered cumulative financial losses of more than Rs. 385 billion (6 billion dollars) on account of 15 major floods. Besides that, more than 7,800 precious lives have been lost in addition to dislocation of millions of people during the floods.

During this monsoon season, due to heavy rains and flood large area of South Punjab was affected from heavy flood. Recent rain in Koh-e-Suleman has also caused heavy destruction of property. Many villages have lost road contacts with other areas due to flood. The flood displaced thousands of people and forced locals to seek shelter at different roads.  Thousands of people of both Districts deprived from their own houses. They were forced to spend their nights under the sky with out food and also they were facing vaccination and health related issues. Animals and necessary house hold equipment were drowned in the water and situation of hunger and helplessness was observed in these 02 Districts. Communication, transportation and mobility system was badly affected in these two Districts due to flood situation and no planned government machinery was available for relief activities and people were carried out relief activities on self help basis. Flood also hit Layyah and Taunsa Sharif as it displaced over 300,000 people and washed away thousands of acres of crops, about 900,000 cusec water is flowing in the Taunsa Barrage which can cause more destruction in different cities including Kot Adu, Muzaffargarh, Alipur, Jampur, Rajanpur, Chachrran, Kot Mithan and others. 
According to National Disaster Management Authority “At least 1.1 million acres of crops have been destroyed in the Punjab agricultural heartland alone”

In Muzaffargarh, floodwaters have deluged numerous villages and have begun pouring into major urban centers such as the city of Kot Addu.Kot Addu has been completely inundated by flood water. More than 800,000 have been stranded in the area without food and drinking water.Torrents of flood water have entered Kot Addu severely affecting Cinema Chowk, Naqdabad, Gharibabad and Railway road.The Lower Kot Sultan lake dyke has also collapsed. Water has risen to three to four feet in the area. Thousands of people are trying to flee, but are facing problems as transporters have raised fares. No relief activities have been provided in Kot Addu.
