Social Protection & Risk Management 

This program is designed to address poverty and vulnerability. Considerations of risk and vulnerability are key to understanding the dynamics leading to perpetuating poverty. Poverty is more than inadequate consumption or inadequate education and health.  Among the social protection programs, safety nets attempt to help the poor cope with low income and cushion against shocks, but often have low coverage, inadequate benefits, and weak targeting. Social security systems at best provide for those in the formal sector but leave the majority of informal urban and rural workers unprotected. 
Beyond the traditional social protection instruments, there is considerable experience with interventions such as microfinance, livelihood support, and conditional cash transfers. Overall, however, questions remain whether the policy and program mix in social protection has responded adequately to changing circumstances. 

The poor struggle to cope with low levels of income and remain vulnerable to a wide range of aggregate and idiosyncratic shocks. Most of the risks they face are uninsured and often cause the near-poor to adopt coping mechanisms that result in poverty, and the poor to become poorer and at worst, destitute. Community Empowerment & Social Inclusion (COESI) 

This works to help create the conditions that will enable the poor and the excluded to shape their own development. This program looks at the issues of empowerment and governance, thus making the crucial link to strengthen the voices of the poor in influencing public policies, as well as in making institutions more accountable and responsive to their needs for Effective Civil Participation in Good Governance
The overall objective is to increase the effectiveness of community-based initiatives by facilitating enhanced access to quality capacity building and knowledge sharing on community empowerment.

Community Empowerment focuses on resource of local communities’ capacity building issues and for the development of effective programs on welfare improvement and poverty reduction. It also serves as a data base of publications on development topics and information support of community based organizations and stakeholders.

Rural Community Development (RUCOD) 

This program supports local institutions by promoting people's capacity building. This will address today's challenges in rural areas; by elevating communities and people's capacity, committed to poverty reduction and sustainable development. This is a contribution program which offers to assist rural and peri-urban communities to obtain information and access/develop the expertise, tools and processes needed to address one or more rural priorities; which are:

1. enhancing the competitiveness of rural and peri-urban communities;

2. fostering the transformation of local ideas and untapped assets into sustainable innovative economic activities; and

3. facilitating the development of new economic opportunities from existing natural and cultural amenities.
This program advances policy dialogue, shares best practices, and develops new and strengthens existing activities with institutions to reach people at the grass root level. This involves land policies, agricultural growth, horticultural development and strategies for rural poverty alleviation and empowerment of rural population through sustainable firm, environment and financial sustainability etc.

We examine and promote ways in which rural communities can be empowered to shape and influence change and work to ensure that rural priorities are fully recognised by decision makers

Poverty & Growth (PAG) 

This aims to build the capacity of poor and middle income communities to design and implement effective poverty reduction strategies; customized "best practices" to leverage the resources of poor communities to fight against the deprivation, vulnerability of powerlessness of poverty working within the framework of stakeholders strategy documents, during all stages/in analyzing and evaluation of specific set of poverty reduction, economic growth and employment policies and activities. Economic initiatives include land, labour, capital development, entrepreneurial and technological initiatives to solve unemployment using the PRS, EGE documents of governments and or her partners etc. 
PAG aims to enhance the capacity of poor and middle-income countries to design and implement effective poverty reduction strategies. Customized “country learning programs” are used to leverage the resources of the development community to fight against the deprivation, vulnerability and powerlessness of poverty.
 The main components are: Poverty Analysis Initiative (PAI),  Macroeconomic Policies for Growth and Poverty Reduction, Poverty Reduction Strategy Design and Implementation (PRSDI), Gender and Macroeconomics Initiative , and Economic Growth and Employment.
