                                    ANNUAL ACTIVITY REPORT FOR THE YEAR ENDING 2011

The group planned to implement the following activities within the year running from March 2011 to the year ending March 2012. Within the year the group sourced funds from Amref-Maanisha program and PEPFAR which help in the accomplishment of the planned activities.
Horticultural production and management
The members have been trained by the Ministry Of Agriculture within the year on how to produce and manage vegetables. The group has advanced vegetable seeds to each member to plant. Currently each member has established a kitchen garden capable of producing a number of vegetables where the surplus is sold for money. The kitchen garden has enabled the members to contribute when there is need to source for money to implement group activities. This activity is doing very well and it has ensured that we have at least enough vegetables amongst the members.
Dairy production and Management
The group planned to rear dairy cows but before procuring them, there was need to train the dairy managers on breeding and breeding methods, disease and parasite management, Routine management practices and clean milk production and marketing. The project was meant to benefit the OVC and PLWHIV who are residing in Chavakali Division. The group has implemented the dairy project among the PLWHIV hosting families and we have 7 dairy animals of which three are in production. The project was financed by the Presidents Emergency Plan For Aids Relief (PEPFAR). The milk produced is distributed to the OVC and PLWHIV hosting families and the surplus sold to earn income to assist in feeding and management.

Poultry production and management
The group with funds from AMREF-MAANISHA has implemented a poultry project. The group received training from KARI Kakamega on new ways to produce and manage poultry. Twenty members of the group received the training. The group purchased 100 local poultry birds and they were distributed to 20 members who are hosting them. The birds have multiplied and currently each of the member has been given the poultry birds to look after. On average we have 150 birds and our target is to have 500 birds which can be sold in December at an average price of Ksh 500/=.

Youth Drug and Substance abuse Advocacy program 
The group has trained youths in Drug and substance abuse and formed a theatre group. The theatre group does the sensitization of the youths on Drug and Substance in market places, social and at chief barazas so that we can have reduced  alcohol and drugs among youths. 
PWD,OVC and PLWHIV nutritional support
Vozoli Hort Group planned to empower the PWD, OVC and PLWHIV hosting families. We therefore designed to train the HCBC givers whose mandate is to offer psychosocial support to the OVC , PLWHIV and PWD, Nutritional support and Educational support to the OVC. The program has been able to reach to 100 PLWHIV, 75 OVC  and 20 PWD who are receiving Nutritional and educational Support.
HIV/AIDS youths BCC program
The group has trained youths in HIV BCC and formed a theatre group. The theatre group does the sensitization of the youths on HIV BCC so that we can have reduced HIV/AIDS prevalence among the youth within the community.
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
