Hear mission is to promote human value and strengthen the capacity of children, women and men to challenge and effect sustainable change in their lives through action program, capacity building, advocacy, networking and research. 

  


SCAN Uganda was established in May 2008 and registered in May 2009 to carry out three broad objectives: 1) Accelerating the pace of income generating opportunities; 2) Mobilizing and impart more necessary material and financial resources to pro-under served groups and monitoring efficiency with respect to the delivery and application of such services; and 3) Meet special challenges posed by HIV/AIDS pandemic.   

  
SCAN Uganda has the interest of applying for financial aid (US$3,019) from Badr for Relief and Development to carry out a project code named ‘up-scaling and strengthening religious leaders and community volunteers through focused training for effective self understanding and mitigation of poverty impact at grass root level’. 

The project is aimed to;  

1. Help Religious leaders develop the skills necessary to identify and address their own development issues in an ongoing way.
2. Bring or make change that reflects the wishes of the people who are directly affected by related community problems.
3. Support and connect individuals, community and local groups who share the vision for common cause.
Project output:

It is a pilot project and it will be implemented over a period of 3 months. At least 60 leaders and community volunteers (youth, women and men) will secure access to basic skills in how to combat the 3 stated challenges by using the available resources to meet them.

Project impact:

The project will solve the highest burden that was falling on helpless leaders who could not adequately meet both their needs as well as their community people; 

The project will tailor the religious leaders to local people who have been lacking their services

Social negative circumstances that expose the leaders to incompetency and selfishness will also obtain safe heaven; 

The challenges that confront the overwhelming number of community members who need their support will be solved; 

Delivery services that aim to have a stress free life which include strong understanding the reality of the world, self understanding and positive attitude will be secured.

Sustainability:

The project will fully setup and implement measures such as close co-operation with local people and religious leaders to ensure sense of community ownership. This will create close monitoring to ensure planned relationship, mobilization and networking within their localities. This will also keep both the leaders and community people in fulfilling the expectations of each other. The project will remain meaningful and effectively address the most pressing needs of leaders.

Constraints:

Appreciation and understanding of the project need of religious leaders, which go beyond financial assistance, are essential in order to develop relevant and adequate response. The project would like to build its capacity and expand its services by giving human and financial [ support the first priority in to ensure availability, accessibility and quality of services.
