PROGRAM SUMMARY

Program Title:
Child Trafficking Survivor Academic Rescue Fund 
Program Goal:
To assist qualified victims of child trafficking (VoCT) through scholarships and otherwise to return to school and realize their academic dreams. Girls make up 60% of beneficiaries.
Program Location: 

Bamenda, North West Region
Program Duration: 

Three Years pilot phase (Preferred five years)   

Project Beneficiaries:
The direct beneficiaries shall be victims of child trafficking (VoCT) duly identified who show genuine interest to pursue academic studies in either a primary and/or secondary school in Cameroon. 

The program hopes to begin with maximum initial 25 children aged between 8 – 16 years.
Expected Results:
The program shall contribute to reducing the vulnerability of children to trafficking by addressing one of the major pull factors of limited access to education. Generally it shall:

· Directly engage children as young peer campaigners in the fight against child trafficking at grassroot level
· Increase the knowledge of related institutions, partners in the project on child trafficking and exploitation
· Improve access to post primary education to victims of child trafficking in Cameroon.
Project Alternative Resources: The project hopes to open other opportunities to survivors, beneficiaries with other organization for volunteering and holiday jobs. It shall create opportunities for the development of potentials and informal learning/skills building through related project within GLOWA and sister organizations in Bamenda.

Estimated Cost of the Program: 
USD103,775 for three years
Introduction: A survivor academic rescue fund (SARF) is an initiative by GLOWA to provide micro scholarships to rescued victims of child trafficking who qualify for primary and post primary education in Cameroon and help them achieve their educational goals. This fund shall enable child trafficking survivors to secure long-term financial security to pursue academic dreams. The fund is designed to initially cover the following:

· Books and supplies for school

· Tuition

· Registration fees

· Uniforms

· Public transportation

· Fees for computer access
· Health Insurance
This fund shall also offer a credible alternative to the pull factors that makes some children fall prey to trafficking. Studies have been revealed that some children often go into this form of enslavement because of limited opportunities to stay in school. Some rescued victims are so young to engage in other activities while others prefer formal education to professional training. On the other hand, many unsupported rescued children get re-trafficked when service providers are unable to engage them in life saving initiatives. The proposed Survivors Academic Rescue Fund (SARF) shall reduce the likelihood of rescued victims to be re-trafficked if left unsupported.
Background Information

Global Welfare Association (GLOWA) is youth service organization opposing human trafficking in Cameroon through a number of activities including public awareness creation, professional rehabilitation of rescued victims, paralegal support to victims and vulgarization of information on the law on human trafficking in Cameroon. Using printed promotional material, regular broadcast of audio slots at GLOWA premises and partner commercial radio stations and public campaigns, GLOWA’s activities are gaining visibility and the silence around trafficking is being address. As a result of this increase in awareness many victims and potential victims increasingly turn to GLOWA for counselling and support. GLOWA has shot two documentaries in collaboration with Dodge College of Film and Media Arts, Orange California
 in which some victims testified.
Understanding that the major pull factor on children towards trafficking networks is the desire to pursue formal education and considering the age range of victims, the initiation of a scholarship scheme to help meet the immediate academic needs of these child victims of human trafficking is not only sustainable but very important. 
Cameron is a tier 2 watch list country and is a transit, destination and source country in child trafficking
. 
The North West Region where the project is located has been identified through varied baseline surveys
 as the main catchment area in child trafficking in Cameroon. The region also has the highest HIV/AIDS prevalence in Cameroon
 with a resulting high orphan population that is vulnerable and susceptible to trafficking and sexual exploitation. It is also one of the least developed regions in Cameroon with a very deplorable road network which hinders movement, communication and information flow resulting to many rural children living in a situation of inadequacy of information.
This high HIV/AIDS related death rate has also continued to weaken the natural support chain of most families thereby pushing most orphans to fend for themselves. A greater portion of the indigenous population live in the rural communities practicing of cultural practices like placing children with friends and relatives which facilitates the recruitment of children by criminal trafficking gangs. 
Direct Beneficiaries 

The direct beneficiaries of the scholarship scheme shall be proven victims of child trafficking who freely express the desire to go back to school. The conditions for benefiting shall be equal for all victims, though special interest shall be laid on foreigners rescued in Cameroon, returning Cameroonian children rescued abroad and others from marginalized groups.

Scholarships shall be given on a yearly basis and shall only be renewed through sound academic performance. 
Management of the Fund
The fund shall operate a separate project bank account in its name with a credible bank in Bamenda. Initial grants received through GLOWA bank account shall be withdrawn and deposited in the project account to which subsequent transfers shall be sent. 
The fund shall maintain by a modest team of two staffs including a manager, and a field animator. Expenses shall be only for planned activities benefiting those registered in the scheme.
Quality of Beneficiaries:

The fund shall be for victims of child trafficking who demonstrate strong academic qualities and/or promise to do so. Partner educational establishments shall:

· Be identified by GLOWA staffs

· Help in monitoring the students and liaise with the fund manager.
Victims on scholarship shall be further empowered as young anti trafficking campaigners capable of creating awareness within trafficking prone localities that are catchment areas thereby reducing the rate of new recruits.

Partnership with public institutions

Due to limited financial resources and considering that this is a new program, partnership shall only be established with public schools since they charge less in tuition. However private institutions that will accept tuition equal to what is obtained in public schools can also be partners of GLOWA in the program. 
GLOWA commits to open opportunities with other service providers to survivors who do not have support from the fund. 
Involvement: 
GLOWA is looking for partners for this project to rescue and rehabilitate qualified victims of child trafficking in Cameroon through academic scholarships. We shall be glad to have any partners ranging from academic institutions and publishers who wish to donate didactic materials or run a clothing drive for beneficiaries of this project.
