We work across multiple sectors including education, healthcare, agriculture, environmental conservation, and sports. Our mission is to restore hope among communities affected by COVID-19, poverty, abuse, and natural calamities while championing the rights of children and women and empowering individuals with disabilities.

In Morogoro, where nature’s richness meets modern-day challenges, we see an incredible opportunity to unite the energy of sports with the critical need for biodiversity conservation. This initiative is born from our commitment to foster inclusive, empowered communities. By blending physical activity with environmental education, we aim to build a model that inspires sustainable living and nurtures a sense of responsibility for our natural heritage. Our project envisions a future where children and youth not only excel in sports but also become passionate guardians of the environment.

Project Overview

The “Green Play for a Greener Tomorrow” initiative transforms traditional sports events into vibrant platforms for environmental stewardship. This project will integrate interactive sports competitions with creative and hands-on conservation activities, tailored specifically for the youth and community members of Morogoro. By linking the physical benefits of sports with the intellectual and practical aspects of biodiversity conservation, we intend to ignite a passion for nature that will ripple throughout the community.

Our approach is designed to be engaging and accessible. We will host events that are not only competitive and fun but also educational, empowering participants with practical skills in sustainable practices. Whether through eco-themed games, environmental workshops, or community-driven conservation projects, every activity is crafted to foster a deep-rooted commitment to a healthier planet.

Goals and Objectives

Main Objective:

 To utilize sports as a dynamic tool to educate and empower the youth and community of Morogoro on biodiversity conservation and sustainable living.

Specific Objectives:

To integrate environmental education into engaging sports activities and community events.

To raise awareness about the importance of local biodiversity and promote eco-friendly practices through interactive challenges.

To equip participants with practical skills that bridge physical fitness with sustainable agriculture and conservation.

To create lasting partnerships among schools, sports clubs, and community groups for ongoing environmental stewardship.

Project Activities

1. Eco-Play Clinics

What We Will Do:

 We will initiate a series of Eco-Play Clinics, interactive sports sessions where each clinic starts with fun, energizing games and concludes with hands-on conservation activities. These sessions will serve as mini-camp experiences, combining fitness drills with practical lessons on topics like water conservation, indigenous plant species, and waste reduction.

How We Will Do It:

Setup: Secure local sports grounds in Morogoro for weekly clinics.

Interactive Learning: Begin with a warm-up game followed by a brief, engaging session by environmental educators.

Practical Activity: End with a hands-on task (e.g., planting native saplings or a mini recycling project) to cement the learning experience.

Expected Impact:

 We aim to run these clinics bi-weekly, reaching at least 400 children and youth over six months, instilling both healthy habits and a respect for nature.

2. Biodiversity Football League

What We Will Do:

ACFMT organization will prepare a the Biodiversity Football League, a community football tournament that doubles as an environmental education campaign. Each match will have pre-game and post-game sessions focused on biodiversity topics, where players and spectators alike learn about the local ecosystem and sustainable practices.

How We Will Do It:

Tournament Organization: Teams from local schools and community groups will be invited to participate.

Educational Sessions: Before each match, a short talk on topics like native wildlife and conservation tips will be given.

Action Plan: Post-match, teams will engage in mini activities such as cleaning up the surrounding area or participating in tree planting.

Expected Impact:

 This league is expected to involve around 500 participants, fostering team spirit and community collaboration while promoting environmental consciousness through sport.

3. Nature Quest Challenges

What We Will Do:

 We will organize Nature Quest Challenges, a treasure hunt designed to take participants on an exploratory journey through Morogoro’s green spaces. Each checkpoint along the route will present an environmental puzzle or task related to biodiversity conservation, such as identifying local plant species or engaging in a brief cleanup exercise.

How We Will Do It:

Route Mapping: Chart a safe and engaging route across local parks and community gardens.

Checkpoint Engagement: At each station, teams will complete tasks guided by local volunteers and environmental educators.

Competitive and Fun: Introduce fun incentives such as eco-friendly prizes to encourage enthusiastic participation.

Expected Impact:

 We plan for this activity to attract approximately 250 participants, enhancing their environmental knowledge and creating memorable, hands-on learning experiences.

4. Green Champions Workshops

What We Will Do:

 We will conduct Green Champions Workshops aimed at training selected youth as environmental ambassadors. These workshops will provide comprehensive training in sustainable practices, from organic gardening and water conservation to basic principles of biodiversity and climate resilience, intertwined with physical team-building exercises.

How We Will Do It:

Structured Training: Organize weekend workshops in partnership with local agricultural and environmental experts.

Interactive Sessions: Include interactive modules where participants practice what they learn through role-playing, group discussions, and on-field activities.

Community Projects: Encourage trainees to lead a small-scale community conservation project in their neighborhoods as part of their hands-on experience.

Expected Impact:

 We target to train at least 100 young individuals who will then serve as Green Champions, spreading sustainable practices throughout their communities.

Implementation and Monitoring

We will roll out the “Green Play for a Greener Tomorrow” initiative in Morogoro with an initial pilot phase involving local schools, sports clubs, and community centers. Pre-event consultations will be held with community leaders and stakeholders to tailor the activities to local needs. After each event, we will collect feedback through surveys, focus group discussions, and on-site observations to evaluate participation, learning outcomes, and overall impact. This continuous feedback loop will guide necessary adjustments and help ensure the long-term sustainability of the project.

Revised Project Budget

Our total project budget is set at USD 100,000, strategically allocated to maximize impact and ensure accountability:

Sports Equipment & Venue Rental (Approx. USD 45,000):

 This covers the procurement of sports gear (balls, jerseys, etc.), rental of local sports fields, and infrastructure setup for events like the Eco-Play Clinics and Biodiversity Football League.

Educational & Workshop Materials (Approx. USD 25,000):

 Funds will be used for designing and printing educational materials (flyers, posters, booklets), purchasing supplies for Nature Quest Challenges (e.g., seed packets, identification guides), and procuring items for Green Champions Workshops (gardening tools, water testing kits).

Event Coordination & Volunteer Support (Approx. USD 20,000):

 This allocation will support logistical arrangements, facilitator fees, and stipends for volunteers who play a key role in running the events and ensuring community engagement.

Monitoring, Evaluation & Documentation (Approx. USD 10,000):

 Investment in data collection tools, survey instruments, and multimedia equipment will enable us to thoroughly document the project outcomes and assess our overall impact.
