¶Considering the potential as well human as economic that the province abounds in the South-Kivu, having supported, in the past, the life, not only stable and peaceful, but such a harmonious, in comparison with the socio - economic  situation which prevailed. ¶
¶Considering the difficulties encountared by the inhabitants of the territories of: ¶Fizi, Uvira and Mwenga, particularly women and children, to satisfy their fundamental needs (food, medical care, education/training, housing, transport, clothing…) and to secure a decent survival. ¶  

¶Moved by the weak schooling of the women, the increase of the social imbalance and their increased impoverishment, 

¶Conscious of our responsibility and since it is pressing that we can cease concealing ourselves from the misery which crosses the women and the children regarding the above listed situations; 

¶Estimating that we hold capacities, resources and potentialities to face the mentioned problems, which can be translated by actions such as those related to: ¶the promotion of the women and the children, the fight against poverty, the protection of the ecosystem, the reproductive health
