A greater regional presence will enable our NGO to inform and educate citizens on initiatives being taken by the government to address and Stimulate sustainable economic growth & food security also create more opportunities for people to engage with democratic processes thereby promoting civil society values.  These activities will help to promote the rule of law, build national unity and assist in the promotion of a functional, inclusive and peaceful democracy thereby fostering political stability, particularly important issues in the region. But the project must be sustainable as it is certainly true that a project conceived to generate income cannot be sustainable if that income does not exceed the costs of operating the project. But profitability alone in no way guarantees sustainability.  A poorly managed project will fail regardless of the underlying profitability of the investment.  The poor environmental practices can cause damage not only to those responsible. If a processing plant (e.g. a slaughterhouse) discharges waste materials into a river, it can cause disease, loss of fish, and a reduced quality of life for the entire population downstream.
A. Origin and Context: 
Mewat region in India is a historical region of Haryana and Rajasthan states in north-western India. It is a region of Haryana state in India and located at southern edge of Haryana. Its area is 1,912 square km and the population is around one million. Mewat region comprising 550 villages in Haryana is the most backward region. Mewat region has always remained a region of backwardness even after independence. The area lags behind the rest of Haryana on almost every yardstick of development indices. Mewat region is situated in the National Capital Region just 50 km from Delhi Airport, it has remained still undeveloped. Muslims Minority in Mewat region are the most educationally, socially, politically and economically backward class as well agro ecologically resource is poor needs herculean efforts to be brought out of Poverty.

Being such a vast population of Muslims Minority in the region surprisingly lacking school and colleges and University, Hence, there is a dire need of educational institutions in the region of Mewat to boost-up educational development which certainly leads development in other segments.

The industrial estates created by Haryana State Industrial Development Corporation (HSIDC) remained underutilized. Mewat is semi-arid and its economy is mainly rain-fed agriculture except in small pockets where canal irrigation is available.

The Muslims are the predominant population group and are virtually completely agriculturist. According to 2001 census report, where 4.64% of population is living in urban and 95.36% in rural areas. The average household size in rural Mewat are 07, but they are economically, socially and educationally most backward. Agriculture production measured in terms of crop yield per hectare in Mewat is comparatively low. The literacy rate in Mewat is comparatively very low particularly in the case of female literacy. Literacy rate is 44.07% against State average of 67.91%, while female literacy rate is 24.26 against State average of 55.73%.

Animal husbandry, particularly dairy is the secondary source of income for people of Mewat and those who live closer to the hilly ranges of Aravali also keep a few sheep and goats. Milk yields are not so low, however, due to heavy indebtedness most of the farmers are forced to sell the milk to the lenders at lower than normal price, which drastically reduces their income from the milk. The poultry farming in Mewat is much less in comparison to other districts of Haryana State.

These include the indifference of the state to the conditions of Muslim women, reflected in dismal budgetary allocation for their education; widespread Poverty in the community; opposition to co-education after a certain level; shortage of girls’ schools and women teachers; and early marriages. In Delhi, a growing enthusiasm for modern education among many Muslim families, although this is generally thwarted by widespread Poverty and the fear that well-educated girls might find it difficult to find suitable husbands because of the relative paucity of well-educated Muslim men. Another hurdle is the desperate shortage of Urdu schools, which many parents would prefer to send their girls to. There are only 15 Urdu-medium government primary schools in the city, and when students pass out from these schools they are faced with either being forced to enroll in Hindi-medium secondary schools or drop-out from the formal schooling system. On the whole, Urdu schools in the state suffer from shortage of funds, trained teachers, textbooks and inadequate infrastructure, all of which make the task of promoting Muslim girls’ education doubly difficult.
These beneficiaries have been directly involved in the decision to seek funding and in the design of this project.  This expanded SEG staff conducted a team-building and strategic planning workshop in Mewat region.  At this workshop sessions were devoted to designing the organization’s regional expansion and defining what the specific purpose and function of the regional offices would be.  

The indirect beneficiaries of this project are the members of local communities covering entire region along with individuals who will be exposed to the public awareness activities and seek the services and advice of these offices on the matters.  Based on the SEG’s past experiences in establishing a contact hotline which provided advocacy, support and legal advice on burning problems, it is expected that the number of enquiries that will be made of each office to number in the hundreds on an annual basis. Moreover, other economically backward classes of the region will also indirectly benefit from this project through the assistance that will be provided in identifying problems and enhancing the effectiveness of their service delivery.

e) Differential impact of this project will have on women and men, boys and girls in the community (gender considerations)
We considered the differential impact this project will have on women, men, boys and girls in the community as majority of Muslim Minority will be benefitted by this Project as according to our survey, we found the route cause of Muslims educationally, socially and economically backwardness. Based on the findings, Muslim girls are among the least educated sections of Indian society. Yet, very little literature is available on the education of Muslim girls, indicating certain indifference on the part of community leaders, the agencies of the state and non-governmental organizations to their concerns.

The reports highlights the dismal state of Muslim female education as well as the efforts being made by several Muslim social activists in different parts of India to address the issue. According to the survey over 75% of Muslim women in India are illiterate, literacy being officially defined rather generously to include just about anyone who can read and write a sentence or two. The situation in the northern states, especially in rural areas, is said to be particularly dismal. 85% of rural north Indian Muslim women are unable to read or write. On the other hand, the situation in the south, especially in urban areas, was found to be considerably better, with 88% urban south Indian woman said to be literate.

In India as a whole, Muslim girls’ school enrolment rates continue to be low as 40.6%, as compared to 63.2% in the case of upper caste Non-Muslim. In rural north India it is only 13.5%, in urban north India 23.1%, and in rural and urban south India, above 70%, which is above the all-India average for all girls. Only 16.1% of Muslim girls from poor families attend schools, while 70% of Muslim girls from economically better-off families do so, thus clearly suggesting that low levels of education of Muslim girls owe not to religion but to Poverty. Less than 17% of Muslim girls finish eight years of schooling and less than 10% complete higher secondary education.

Unfortunately, we were forced to close down both above Hospitals after running the same for about 6 1/2 years as we could not afford further. In addition, we were engaged in several other family welfare programmes in more than dozen districts of U.P., India.  During the above period, we have forwarded several proposals for financial support under central government health and family welfare schemes through proper channel CMO/DM/Director Health & F.W, U.P./ State Government to Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Nirman Bhawan, New Delhi, but worthless.
Previously, we have undertaken many projects with our limited resources. Hence, we have decided in order to strengthen further our efforts in a larger scale on socio economic development and growth of people in general and Economically Backward Classes & Minorities particularly in Rural and Urban Slum areas, through our national Level NGO “SOCIONOMIC MINORTIES WELFARE & WAQF DEVELOPMENT INDIA”.

We carried on our activities through adopting innovative approach and strategies involving health and community based project to give a new thrust to the real need of the society. We are providing motivation, communication, educational activities and services in the districts, where the mortality rates of mother and children are higher and the birth rates are also higher due to densely populated urban slums and rural areas. Our task force group is actively involved in health care services in the areas of concerning districts in order to bring significant improvement by achieving effective couple protection in a meaningful manner.

In the rural and urban slum areas village based and locality based respectively information system are required to establish, where they can use and analyze health information at village level and locality level. Door to door base line survey are in progress to find out the exact position of a particular family and accordingly chalk-out such a strategy, so that we can provide social welfare services, facilities, infrastructure & resources concerning with Health, Education, Employment, Literacy, Drinking water supply & Sanitation, Environment, Women and Child Development, Youth Development, Gender Equality and Socio Economic & Political Empowerment of Women etc. as per their needs, which ultimately lead to an overall rural and

urban development thereby improving of quality of life of people in general and Economically

Backward Classes & Minorities particularly.
