Major initiatives by NARI:

NARI is a voluntary organization, has been working for the last 10 years in Tirupati and rural areas of Chittoor district on women empowerment and child protection like prevention of child marriages reduce of child labour practices etc. The founder of the organization is a committed Development Activist, worked with ICDS for some time and started NGO as women leading organization for women empowerment. 

During the fellowship period, the NARI secretary observed and studied several issues of Tribal communities. The NARI concept is initiated to stop the dangerous ill effects of the Tribal communities, to uplift the socio economic status of the tribal communities through enrollement of all the children in formal schools, eradicate child labour practices & child marriages, stop migration, persuade women economic empowerment. The following are the major activities taken by the NARI with the funding support of NABARD, fellowship and others.

· Organized anti Child Marriages campaigns during Mahasivarathri festival at Srikalahasthi every year.

· Organized adolescent girl’s awareness camps on child marriages.

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· Formation of Social Action Committees for prevention of child marriages, they were committed to work as watch dog committees on prevention of child marriages & protection of child rights. 
Activities with Nomadic communities:
· 48 Nakkala families are residing at Eswaraiah Nakkala colony of Empedu panchayath, Srikalahasti mandal. One Mr Eswaraiah took initiation for getting house sites and agricultural land.  Govt.,   provided120 acres of land to the 48 families. NARI facilitated for formation of 4 SHG’s in Eswaraiah Nakkala colony and provided bank linkage with the support of Velugu. NARI also initiated for land development with the convergence of MGNREGA. They are making flower pots and soft toys and they will sold it at temple places like Tirumala, Tirupati, Vijayawada and other states also.
