To support primary prevention of child abuse and early childhood intervention initiatives focusing on families with children aged 0 – 6 years.
 PROJECT COVERAGE 
The proposed project will be based at community level in Kitengela  town Division Kajiado County, RIFT VALLEY Province.
PROJECT GOAL

Kitengela Orphan Children aims to provide a community development initiative where orphaned children, especially in the marginalized communities are free from abuse, poverty, ignorance and discrimination and where they can enjoy equal opportunities just like the other children. 
OBJECTIVES OF THE PROJECT

1. To prevent child abuse and vulnerability of orphaned children.
2. To prevent HIV/AIDS prevalence in children
3. To promote equal learning opportunities for girl and boy child.

4. To  establish a safety net to reduce stigmatisation
5. To promote community based support to OVCs.

TARGET BENEFICIARIES

The fundamental conditions of human development cannot be without sustained investment in essential basic human needs especially food, clothing and shelter. Therefore, this project target 18,418 beneficiaries as indicated by the population County plan as per 2002. 

Kitengela Orphan Children targets directly 250 Orphaned and Vulnerable Children children seeking to strengthen primary prevention of child abuse focusing on families with children of ages 0-6 years. 

The potential of orphaned children due HIV/AIDS related causes will be enhanced through establishment of safety nets. Therefore, the objectives of reducing stigmatisation, discrimination and any other form of child abuse are to be achieved.

PROBLEM STATEMENT

The CRC (Children’s Right Commission) sets out a framework for protection that emphasizes the family and community as having the main responsibility for caring for children (Art. 5, 18). The role of the state is to support and enable families and communities to fulfil this role. However, it is an unfortunate fact that in many cases families and communities are not protective and nurturing.
In these cases, as for vulnerable orphaned children, the state then takes on a greater responsibility to fill the gap (Art. 20: ‘A child temporarily or permanently deprived of his or her family environment…shall be entitled to special protection and  protection and assistance provided by the State’).
The majority of articles in the CRC apply to the orphaned children because of their extreme vulnerability and particular vulnerability to the following: violence (Art. 19), disease (Art. 24), discrimination (Art. 2), sexual abuse and exploitation (Art. 34, 32), substance abuse (Art. 33), emotional deprivation (Art. 19, 31), exploitative and harmful child labour (Art. 32), denial of rights within the juvenile justice system (Art. 37, 40), arbitrary execution (Art. 6), torture (Art. 37), lack of access to education (Art. 28, 29) and healthcare (Art. 24) and lack of identity documents (Art. 7).

The traditional extended family has ‘’lost meaning’’ and majority of the orphaned children relatives are not willing to take up the responsibility of the orphaned children. The orphans are seen as an extra burden in most The U.N. Rules for the Protection of Juveniles state that children shall have the right to facilities and services that meet all the requirements of health and human dignity.195 The facility's physical environment should be designed with the aim of rehabilitation and with due respect for the need of children for privacy, sensory stimuli, opportunities for association with peers and participation in sports, physical exercise and leisure time activities.196 Every juvenile should be provided with sufficient bedding, which should be kept clean and in good order.197 Sanitary installations should be of a sufficient standard to enable every juvenile to comply with his or her physical needs in privacy and in a clean and decent manner.198 Children should have the right to use their own clothing, to the extent possible, and care should be taken to ensure that children have adequate clothing for the climate.199 Suitably prepared food should be provided at regular meal times and should meet standards of dietetics, hygiene, and health.

JUSTIFICATION
Extended families as a remedial measure

1.Families where they face discrimination and all forms of child abuse. In most cases they are isolated from other children in the families and they are denied all the existing opportunities to enjoy just like the other children.
The orphans suffer a second loss when they are divided among their relatives in the family to take care of them and this explains why majority of children opt to stay alone in the child-headed families.
 2.Street  life as a remedial measure
Where are their families? Relatively few street children are actually orphans (although these numbers are increasing in some countries due to AIDS). The majority of street children are still in contact with their families and/or extended families. Many of them work on the streets in order to contribute to their family’s income. Those who run away often do so because of physical, psychological and/or sexual violence or abuse at home. Family breakdown is also common in the case of re-marriage and problems with step-parents.

The orphaned children tend to run to the streets trying to escape from the cruellity they face from the discriminative society where they become more vulnerable and engage in drug abuse (glue sniffing), begging, child prostitution and other forms of child delinquency behaviour.
Importantly, many projects try to reunify street children with their families. However, this is a complex and frustrating task that requires much specialised counselling to address the root causes why the child ran away in the first place. Unfortunately, in many cases, reunification with the family fails, or is not in the best interests of the child. 
1.Children and elderly headed families
these families are as a result of children loosing both parents due to HIV/AIDS related causes leaving children without parents or families  headed by the elderly people mostly of age 60-80 years. These children suffer due to poor early childhood development and health related problems like malnutrition and majority die before five years of age.
This also denies some children opportunity to go to school especially the girl child since they have to remain at home to take care of their siblings and provide family labour.
The elder children also face all types of abuse as they work hard to make ends meet e.g. the girls face all forms of sexual abuse from the men who take advantage of their vulnerability and make false promises to them. The girls fall a trap thinking that they will get material support to cater for their families or ailing parents risking HIV/AIDS and unwanted pregnancies.
In reality, it is often civil society organizations (CSOs) rather than governments that take on the burden of caring for these children. Increased cooperation and collaboration is required amongst CSOs in order to exchange lessons learned and good practices. It is also needed between CSOs and the state to ensure the sustainability of programmes and to address underlying socio-economic and discriminatory policies that perpetuate the vulnerability of orphaned children.
This reality leaves no chance for the women of Kitengela Children programme to compromise the prevalence of OVCs hence; they are moved towards alternatives such as fostering, group homes and residential centres where the children are rarely alone even if they have no family contact. “Here we do not have any kind of blood relation with each other. But when we are with other friends, though we do not have any name for our relation, we are like a family. We are all actually members of our family.” [Children Diary, Save the Children Fund -UK Nepal, 2001]

ANTICIPATED RESULTS
At the end of the project, there would be over 6,400 households with over 10,418 people to benefit direct with,

1. Over 350 orphaned children delivered from elements of poverty and intra-house poverty.
2. 90% of abused children delivered from irresponsible house hold heads.
3. 85% of population access economic opportunities and social services for the poor.

4. Secure and caring environment for the proper growth and development of vulnerable children.
The Kitengela Orphan Children initiative will complement efforts by other development agencies to achieve the national goal of child abuse prevention at national level through primary prevention and early intervention initiatives.

Project phase two:
Children of compulsory school age have the right to education which should be "designed to prepare him or her for return to society." Children above compulsory school age (more than 6 years) who wish to continue their education will be permitted and encouraged to do so, and every effort will be made to provide them with access to appropriate educational programs.

SUSTAINABILITY

Although education is not yet compulsory in Kenya, the Kenyan government has committed itself to providing tuition-free education at the primary level (standards 1-8) to all. In these cases Kitengela Children programme initiatives will continue through provision of basic education, health services and other aspects of life like food, shelter and clothing which the youthful population calls for. 

The Kitengela Orphan Children Committee and influential leaders would continue protection and management always through practical demonstration initiatives advocating for the children rights. Orphaned families (children and women) capacity will be build to establish safety nets to reduce stigmatisation and to increase Income generating per house hold.
MONITORING AND EVALUATION

Kitengela Children programme through its management Committee members will independently conduct bi – monthly follow up(s) and evaluation exercise of each of the project activity and the entire process. This will be done with the help of experts in social audit and evaluation, who are expected to review the outputs to the project against the set goal, purpose, target group, objectives, strategy and activities.  The constant monitoring and bi - monthly evaluation will enable the organization to ascertain progress and effectiveness of the project strategies. This will in turn help in assessing the cost effectiveness and efficiency in terms of participation and facilitation with the view of learning lessons and constraints of the project.

In furtherence to her mission, Kitengela Children programme has through her activities realised that the difficulties faced by women at all levels and spheres of life can only be addressed when the thorny issues of gender inequalities are also addressed.
