OBJECTIVE

The objective of the Association is to assist rural poor to be self sufficient by encouraging them to get formal education and to engage in income generating activities

FINANCE AND FUNDING

The Association is funded from membership dues and contributions from executive members and Patrons. The Association also embarks on fundraising programs and also solicits donations and grants from domestic sources.

 REVIEW OF YEAR 2009

1   Sucardif Association participated in the deliberations prior to the formation and lunching of the Local Government Service. We were invited to contribute in the deliberation on the role of the Local Government Services on the establishment and management of community libraries in Ghana.

2    After conducting a nationwide survey on 21 libraries in Ghana in 2006, Sucardif Association revisited all the 21 library sites to see if there has been any change on the state of these libraries, as a result of a national campaign initiated by Sucardif Association in 2008 on the need to improve the state of libraries in Ghana.

     A team of five Sucardif members undertook a nationwide tour to all libraries in a documentary produced by Sucardif Association in collaboration with the Ministry of Education and the Ghana Libraries Board in 2007 on the state of libraries in Ghanaian. The team interacted with opinion leaders and Library staff to ascertain what contributions has been made by the Ghana Government, Institutions, NGOs and local and foreign donors in the development of these libraries.

      Analysis of findings from the field was done to see if the campaign on the need to improve libraries in Ghana has had any impact on those responsible for the development and maintenance of libraries in Ghana. Our analysis showed that not much has been done to improve both infrastructure and content in those 21 libraries revisited. 

     This has led to no other alternative than to advocate for the Government to establish the Ghana Library Development Authority which shall be autonomous and independent of any Governmental Agency or Department. It shall have the vested powers to establish, manage, coordinate, raise funds, both local and international to transform libraries in Ghana.

     Advocacy on the need to establish a Ghana Library Development Authority was initiated and vigorously championed by Sucardif Association in 2009. 

3.  Sucardif Association engaged contractors who worked on the pilot phase of the ‘Save Ghana Libraries Project’, Tema Metropolitan Assembly and Ashiaman Municipal Assembly on a series of discussions on the state of the two Libraries that was been established at Ashiaman and Tema New Town. These libraries were being established by Sucardif Association as a pilot project to the nationwide project of establishing 138 community Libraries in Ghana. Tema Metropolitan Assembly took over the structure for the library at Ashiaman at 75% complete and turned it into offices for Ashiaman Municipal Assembly when that Municipal was calved out of Tema Metropolitan Assembly in 2007.

REVIEW OF FINANCIAL STATE AND EXPLANATION OF FINANCIAL TRASACTIONS

Due to prudent financial management, the Association was able to execute all planned project and had an excess of $3357.14 for early 2010 expenditure.

$7964.29 was spent on consultation and $5611.43 on monitoring and evaluation to make sure that all our programs are executed in a value for money manner.

MAJOR PLANS FOR YEAR 2010

The Association would engage stakeholders to establish the Ghana Library Development Authority and to engage the donor community to fund a proposal developed by Sucardif Association for the establishment of 138 community libraries across the country.
