 Revival Mission 0f Uganda runs and maintains their Vision and Mission for Revival Mission churches in the areas of church planting and church growth as an indigenous FBO using local human and natural resources available more than foreign support under the umbrella of National Fellowship of Born Again Pentecostal churches (NFPBC).

 Churches started operating in the houses then slowly moved to build semi-permanent church buildings. Today, we are moving to getting every church built with permanent structures and to acquire lands for development. From the first planted church in Rukungiri Municipality, now we have 45 branch churches in Western Uganda but having roots and parent churches from Mbale in Eastern Uganda.

Our programme contributes to the national OVC responses through faith-based efforts to address the plight of vunerable children in Rukungiri Municipality/ District We target at improving their family/ community environment so as to protect and care for the livelihood of the OVCs.

 In  2005/2006 we  successfully implemented a programme with a grant from USAID   in  the fight against   HIV/AIDS in Bugangari Sub County. That covered 300 OVC families affected by HIV/AIDS to which we obtained a certificate of recognition. The projects offered services in home care, referrals, IGA Provision of bee hives for every family. That gave experience to handle up to now networks and partnerships with Compassion International in OVC care and support, HIV/AIDS service provision to 262 registered children and their caregivers.

HIV-Prevention project

Our programme

Aims at contributing towards the campaign to reduce HIV infection in Rukungiri Municipality and District through Behavior Change Communications (BCC) interventions. The programme mainly handles primary HIV prevention behaviors of abstinence in youth and faithfulness among couples/marrieds. The goal is to strengthen the provision of comprehensive faith based HIV prevention services among faith based FBOs in our municipality and District.
IRCU has broad programmes for funding not only for Revival Mission churches but for all religious groups doing something in HIV/AIDS services covering  Prevention in Faith Based approaches. 

Achievements 

2011 we came under contract with inter religious council of Uganda ( IRCU)for funding which had been only accessed to Roman Catholic, Moslem Church of Uganda, Orthodox Church and Seventh Day Adventists communities as described in the brochures available in our offices. We have obtained capacity building support to effectively run the programme.

 Compassion International reports reflect how we care for children holistically including child care givers in HIV/AIDS care and support, HIV-prevention and treatment.
