ST VIANNEY JUNIOR SCHOOL PARENTS ASSOCIATION

DETAILS OF HOW THE INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPED SO FAR HAS BEEN FUNDED
In 2011, St Vianney Junior School - Gayaza was started with ten classes in five classrooms. All infrastructures development have been provided by different external donors and in-kind contributions by the members of the local community. All infrastructure has been developed with no long-term development partnership.
The old 5 classrooms

The five classrooms and a Kitchen house were constructed by the financial grants from GORTA Ireland in 2006. The buildings were donated to serve as a community resource centre for training farmers and young people in agricultural modernization and other development programmes including formal education for children who lack financial support. The members of the parents association contributed some of the building materials they could afford in kind. The members and other persons in the community provided labour, sand, stones, blocks, and local timbers and poles used in construction work. One member provided the land where the infrastructures are developed.
The 3 newly completed classrooms

In 2014, we approached the Global Education Fund in Canada and requested for a grant to construct 3 classrooms and an office. The Global Education Fund granted Can$6000- as part of the project cost on condition that we would get other funders to complete the project. The Global Education Fund has now closed its work. We approached the East African Children's Project who helped us in completing the classroom building which was built for almost 3 years. The East African Children's Project (EACP) also constructed a new latrine for the school. The E.A.C.P is a small charity which is registered in England doing various projects in East Africa. Our school is not included on their core projects. They confined their grants to one-off projects and not exceeding UK Pound Sterling 500-. The Team of 3 Trustees visited our school in May 2016 and saw the vital requirements which the school is lacking. The children come to school hungry because of the problems encountered in food production in most families. They also saw poor condition under which the pupils study, which include poor classroom furniture, inadequate learning and sports materials.
The water tank

The school had an underground water tank. In September 2016, the underground water tank was damaged by the earthquake and up to now we have not been able to get money to repair. The East African Children's Project helped us to buy 2 water tanks which we currently use to collect rain water from the roof tops.

The new latrine

As mentioned above, the East African Children's Project provided funds to construct a new latrine after the old one being damaged by the earthquake in September 2016.
The purpose and beginning of the school

In 2011,  126 members were registered under the St. Vianney Junior School Parents Association to start the community school. The members were from 8 villages and convened a general meeting to resolve the issue of orphans and vulnerable children who were not going to school due to the following problems:

(1).  Some children were parentless after the death of their both parents or one of them.

(2). Other children had very sick parents who were no longer productive to meet their children's school fees and other requirements

(3). Other children were living in vulnerable conditions which could not permit them to go to school. These were mostly children brought up by mothers single-handedly.
(4). Other children are born from the poorest families which cannot afford to provide for fees and learning requirements for their children to go to school.
