SCHOOL PROFILE

This school was started far back in 1930s as a sub- grade school and later taken over by government. It is currently a government aided school. In the early 1997, it was struck by heavy elinino rains which hit Africa and particularly Uganda. All the structures were destroyed leaving no classroom at all. This forced the Jinja Rotary club to donate 100 iron sheets to the school which were used to construct the available semi-permanent classroom block shown in the photo.
Busanda is a day mixed primary school having 700 pupils. The school runs from primary one to primary seven. It has 13 teachers.

STRUCTURES.

The school has a semi permanent classroom block accommodating three classes, the other classes are in temporary and others are under trees.
It has one temporary store and no office. The head teacher’s office is under a tree.  

SANITATION.

We have two pit latrines one for the girls which has tree stances and the one for boys as shown in the photos.
For the case of teachers we don’t have a latrine and the funny part of it is that the teacher must not ease himself while at school because of fear of being embarrassed. We can’t share the few stances with the pupils.

WATER.

This is another big challenge of the school as children are compelled to walk for almost kilometer to the borehole to fetch water for drinking. They normally get accidents on the road but this is inevitable.

FEEDING.

Children by right are entitled to have meals at school as stipulated in the Universal Primary Education regulations. However, becacause this is left to the parents and given the fact that our parents are people living below the poverty line, what the produce is so little that they are not able to bring maize at school to feed their children. As such the children stay at school with out eating.
 ACADEMIC  PERFORMANCE.
The performance of our school is not very good due to  the fact that we lack resources to provide regular exams(tests )to our pupils as compared to other schools in Uganda. The text books are not available and there in no library thus limiting our pupils exposure and research.
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
