Brief for the Health Home Initiative (HHI).
Health Home Initiative (HHI) provides medical physical rehabilitation services in Bidi-Bidi since August 2017 to date. 

It offers orthopedics, physiotherapy, occupational therapy services and provides assistive devises/appliances to the refugees and the nationals with rehabilitation needs.

Most of the conditions worked on during this reporting period (Jan- Aug 2018) include; Fresh and old fractures, dislocations, soft tissue injuries unattended complications of injuries and congenital conditions etc., through closed reduction and immobilization, expert opinion and admissions for tractions, pain control and physiotherapy services and referrals etc.  Results are as indicated below:-
Orthopeadic Deliverables.
On average weekly  atotal of 114 patients consultations are recieved
HHI received a total of 3650 Consultations. Fractures: 1275, Open fracture 253:  and closed: 1022 New cases: 1423 and revisits: 2227. Refugees were 2482 and Nationals were 1168.
Admissions for traction; 74 and referrals out: 179, open head Injuries: 16
Dislocation/soft tissue injuries.
HHI received a total of 306 consultations and treated conservatively. 
Female: 203 male : 105 respectively. Treatment involved reduction and immobilization. 

The cause being mainly Domestic violence, RTA and fall from height 
Congenital cases.

105 consultations of children with congenital abnormalities. Club foot: 77, others: 28.  Cerebral Palsy: 20 cases. 

Physiotherapy  Department
On average atotal of 57 consultations  made weekly .
A total of 1828 consultations were handled. Osteoarthritis: 220; Sciatica: 99, Cerebral Palsy: 20; Spondolysis: 452; Neuropathy: 250; other Cases: 677; Back Pain 108.

Special considerations: 
1. One patient has benefited from artificial Limbs. 

2. Bone biopsy was done on one patient suspicious of Osteosarcoma, sample analyzed and results turned TB and anti-TB therapy imitated.

3. Borne infection (Osteomyelitis) in children below 10 years were 52.
 Appliance distributed to refugees.

Crutches were provided to 250 immobilized patients. 
CHALLENGES.
1. Lack of permanent infrastructure, ward space, orthopedic beds to manage all inpatient cases especially admissions on traction  

2. Limited funds to meet operational and human resource costs.

3. Limited supplies, consumables and fittings to cater for increasing demand for the services from refugees and the hosts communities. 

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. HHI be supported to recruit and build capacity of technical personnel, to manage increasing number of clients  

2. Be considered for financial support to boost stocks for appliances, equipment and medicines etc.
